My hero is Carla Perrotti. She’s a journalist and she’s from Milan. She was the first woman who walked around the five biggest deserts in the world.
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She took part in the salt convoy through the Sahara with Tuaregs. She was the only woman accepted in this event. In fact, in the salt convoy only native men can take part. The salt convoy distributes the salt picked up in Niger in the oasis. During the day, the temperature was 60 °C. At night, the temperature was about 0 °C.
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After Sahara she crossed the Salar de Uyuni in Bolivia, the largest salt desert (1000 square kilometres). She was alone. The temperature was 25°C, but at night, the temperature got down to     -20°C. It wasn’t too hot or cold, but there was a bad wind which blew in the evening. 
She crossed the Salar in six days.
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Than she went to the Kalahari in South Africa. The Kalahari is drier than Sahara. The temperature was 40 °C during the day and +5°C at night.
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After the Kalahari she crossed the Taklimaklan in China. It’s 400 square kilometres large.

Finally, she crossed the Simpson, in Australia. The temperature varied from 30°C to -50°C.
